Refl ecting on the verses in 1 Corinthians 12 as I prepared to write this Harbinger 
cover, I was reminded of my days of working in higher education as part of the social 
justice team. As the civic engagement director, I worked alongside the leadership director 
and the diversity director as we taught college students how to use their gifts and talents 
to positively impact the world. Over the years I learned a great deal from my colleagues. 
I will confess that as a young adult early in my career, I believed that as long as I was 
tolerant of differences, I was doing the right thing and could smugly say that I was on 
board with the concept of “diversity.” But over the years, my thinking was shaped by 
diversity focused conversations, trainings, programs, and experiences, as well as my 
interactions with a lot of people who were quite different from me in a number of ways. I 
experienced a great learning curve and, looking back, I can see my understanding evolve 
from tolerance, to acceptance, to appreciation, to (hopefully) actively seeking diverse 
people and ideas. 

While all of this refl ecting was going on, life presented me with some examples. I 
recently chaperoned my daughter’s high school marching band Winter Dance. (Please 
know that as I tell this story, it is not lost on me that orchestras are The Number One 
example that diversity educators use to illustrate the value of diversity- many instruments 
coming together to make one wonderful sound…). I was watching the kids come into 
the dance and was immediately intrigued by one of the students. She didn’t look that 
familiar… wait, was she a she? Or was this a boy wearing a long gown and makeup? I 
honestly didn’t know! Asking Emma who the student was, she said “Oh, that’s just So 
& So. He does this every year.” No one at the dance- not one student, not one parent 
chaperone- batted an eye at his entrance. He was just So & So, and he does this every 
year. End of story. Tolerated? Yes. Accepted? Yes. Appreciated? Hopefully. Actively 
sought after? Possibly.

Literally the next day, Emma was working on her registration form to participate in 
the PC USA Triennium Youth Conference. The very fi rst page asked for demographic 
information, and my eye was immediately drawn to the box marked “Other” next to 
the drop down menu for gender. Clicking on the drop down menu, I could see that the 
choices were Male, Female, and Other. If you checked “other,” you had the opportunity 
to write your preference in the box to the right. Wow, I thought. How lucky are we to be 
a part of a denomination which is not only tolerating, or accepting, or even appreciating 
diverse gender expressions, but perhaps they were even actively seeking diversity in the 
youth participants.

When Paul wrote to the Corinthians, he was insistent that we needed diversity in 
our unity. That a variety of spiritual gifts were necessary for the common good of the 
community. I pray that we all can continue to grow in our appreciation of and desire for 
the diverse gifts and qualities that each member of the body brings to our community.

What is an installation service?  It is a time in the life of our congregation 

when we gather to recognize and af�irm the call that God has placed on a 

particular person or persons for service to the church.  When a pastor is called 

to serve a congregation in our denomination, the service of installation can 

take place as part of the church’s regular morning worship, or as a separate 

worship service.

Foundational to our theology is the belief that all in the church have been 

given gifts by God to serve and follow Christ.  As Paul states in 1 Corinthians 

12, “there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit; and there are varieties of 

services, but the same Lord…”.  The Book of Order of the PC(USA) describes 

it this way: 

“In Baptism each Christian is called to ministry in Christ’s name.  God calls 

some persons from the midst of congregations to ful�ill particular functions, 

so that the ministry of the whole people of God may �lourish…In installation 

the church sets in place with prayer those who have been (previously) 

ordained as…ministers of the Word and Sacrament, and are now called anew 

to service in that ministry.”

Installation is not a coronation.  It is not a way of saying that ministers 

are ordained to a higher of�ice.  Indeed, when new elders begin their service 

on the Session at Westminster, those elders are ordained and installed as a 

way of recognizing and rejoicing in their call to serve Christ’s church. When 

a minister is installed, she or he answers the same constitutional questions 

that our elders answer at their service of ordination/installation.

You may notice a few distinct features in the installation service on 

February 10th.  One is that a guest minister, the Rev. Mark Ramsey, will 

preach.  Mark and I have known each other for over 30 years.  We met when 

I served as a youth representative on the Pastor Nominating Committee that 

called Mark to my home church in Okemos, Michigan, in 1987.  Mark then 

served as a mentor to me when I worked as a seminary intern at his church 

in Denver, Colorado in 1995.

The Rev. Steve Doughty will offer a charge to me.  Steve served as the 

Executive Presbyter of Lake Michigan Presbytery when I was ordained in 

1998.  I have asked the Rev. Gordon Raynal to offer the charge to Westminster.  

Gordon currently serves as the Stated Clerk of our Presbytery and has known 

Westminster for years.

As I’ve told many of you, I am extraordinarily grateful to be called as the 

Pastor of Westminster.  Our family has been overwhelmed with the welcome 

and hospitality you have extended to us.  It is a joy to serve among you, and 

I hope that you will be able to attend this special worship service in our life 

together.
