It is imperative for any Head of Staff
to be able to relate to all generations,
to know how to communicate across
generational divides, and to lead in
such a way that each generation in the
church is invested.

Leading a congregation through
institutional change requires a Pastor
who has a clearly defined sense of self,
who can handle the inevitable cross-
winds that change brings about, who
isn’t afraid to make mistakes, and who
helps create a vibrant, energetic, and
collegial leadership team for the
church’s future.

Proclaiming God’s Word is at the heart
of worship and at the center of my
ministry. Without imaginative,
intelligent, inclusive preaching, no
congregation will thrive and no
church will grow.

We must not be afraid to try out new
ideas, we must not be afraid to reach
out to new people, we must not be
afraid to suffer with God, and we must
not fear the imagination with which
God invites us to live in God’s world.
As one of our Presbyterian confessions
puts it, “Life is a gift to be received
with gratitude and a task to be
pursued with courage.” I hope to serve
a church that is grateful for its gifts
and courageous with its call.
