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“THE SECRET”

As a father to three inquisitive young children, I am constantly entertained
and enlightened by the questions and insights they have. It will not surprise
you that life can get a bit hectic in our house, and sometimes [ worry that I am
not giving enough love and attention to each one of them individually. Often
in the midst of the chaos of our lives, one of them will sit on my lap or pull me
aside and say they have a “secret” to tell me. Sometimes the secret is silly and
amusing, but usually it is a simple “I love you.” These secrets are my children’s
way of making sure that I hear exactly what they are trying to say and that I
know they are there. It is during moments like this that I recognize and reflect on
God’s grace and love.

In the story of Psalm 16, David appears to be experiencing uncertainty and
distress in his life and uses the opportunity to carve out one-on-one time with
God to reaffirm his “secret.” The secret in this instance is his total belief and
confidence in God and his appreciation for the abundance of blessings God
provides him, including the opportunity for eternal life.

I realize that feeling uncertain and overwhelmed is a normal part of life and
not unique to our family. Just as my children need one-on-one time with me
during the chaotic times and David needed his alone time with God, I have found
it increasingly important as I have gotten older to carve out time with God to
tell Him my “secret.” This is my chance to make sure He knows that [ am there
and to reiterate my belief and trust in Him. How and when do you find it best to
communicate your “secret” to God?

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ADULT EDUCATION OPPORTUNITIES

“If a person is in Christ, she is a new creation, the past is finished and done, behold the
new has come” (II Cor. 5:17). Not only is the New Year upon us, but so is the possibility
to live a new life in Jesus. Come worship, stretch, grow, be mentally and spiritually
challenged, laugh, and share with other church members in worship services and adult
Sunday School in 2018.

At Westminster, in adult Sunday School, we offer courses on the Bible, theology, social
issues, and relationships in a rotation model. Class options change every 6-8 weeks so that
members can learn about and discuss our Christian faith and all of its implications. With
this model, people of all ages, genders, opinions, and interests are constantly rearranging
and getting to know each other. Join us in this vibrant style of Christian adult education.

The following classes will be offered on Sundays, from 10-11:00 a.m., starting January
7 and ending February 25.

1. Being Mortal: Medicine and What Matters in the End
Medicine has triumphed in modern times, transforming the dangers of childbirth,

injury, and disease from harrowing to manageable. But when it comes to the human
realities of aging, frailty, and death, what medicine can do often runs counter to what
it should do. As Christians, and creatures made by God, how do we protect meaning,
purpose, and grace as we age and die, in the face of the temptation to keep medically
treating our bodies. Using a book by Atul Gawande, MD, this class will wrestle with
these hard questions.

2. Faith in God in a Scientific Age
This course will probe the tension some feel between their religious beliefs and modern

science. The class will look at our understanding of God; ways of knowing in religion
and in science, specific challenges to religion raised by science, and whether science

3. Fierce Women of the Bible and Their Stories of Violence, Mercy, Bravery,

The word for the year 2017 was “feminism” due to the increasing attention on the
roles, treatment, and status of women in the modern world.

This
class will review some of the known and unknown stories of women in the Bible —
from Tamar, Asherah, Deborah, the Marys, and Rhoda — and ask what their stories
can teach us as we attempt to honor God and follow Christ.
